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RE: Antonio Aguilar Sentenced to 57 years in Prison

Antonio Aguilar, DOB: 4-28-78, was sentenced today in the death of
Lakewood attorney Tom Roberts. He was sentenced to 57 years in prison with

5 years of parole. He pled guilty to Second Degree Murder on March 15.

On February 1, 2005, a Jefferson County jury found Aguilar guilty of five
crimes, including First Degree Burglary, Second Degree Burglary, Robbery,
Theft and Conspiracy to Commit Robbery. The jury was unable to reach a
unanimous verdict on the two First Degree Murder counts, and prosecutors

had planned to retry those counts in April.

Three others involved with this case are: Terri Ann Martinez, who pled guilty
to Second Degree Murder in April 2004 and was sentenced to 20 years in
prison with five years of parole; Linda Rita Garcia-Aguilar, who pled guilty to
First Degree Burglary in April 2004, and was sentenced to 22 years in prison
with five years of parole; and, Terry Leslie, who was found guilty of First
Degree Murder on February 18, 2005, and who received a life sentence plus

13 years.
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
