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Sec. 38-303, Definitions 

Tobacco means cigarettes, cigars, cheroots, stogies, and periques; granulated, plug cut, 
crimp cut, ready rubbed, and other smoking tobacco; snuff and snuff flour; cavendish; 
plug and twist tobacco; fine-cut and other chewing tobacco; shorts, refuse scraps, 
clippings, cuttings, and sweepings of tobacco; and other kinds and forms of tobacco, 
prepared in such manner as to be suitable for chewing or for smoking in a cigarette, pipe, 
or otherwise, or both for chewing and smoking. "Tobacco" also includes cloves and any 
other plant matter or product that is packaged for smoking. 

Tobacco business means a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other 
enterprise engaged primarily in the sale, manufacture, or promotion of tobacco, tobacco 
products, or smoking devices or accessories, either at wholesale or retail, and in which 
the sale, manufacture, or promotion of other products is merely incidental. For purposes 
of enforcement of this division, "tobacco business" includes, but is not limited to, a sole 
proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other enterprise engaged primarily in the sale 
or manufacture of hookah or shisha products and related smoking products, including, but 
not limited to, any plant or other organic matter packaged for smoking or held out as a 
smoking product, or any sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other enterprise 
engaged in the promotion of hookah or shisha smoking, sometimes referred to as a 
hookah bar, cafe, or lounge. 

Sec. 38-304. Smoking prohibited. 

It shall be unlawful for any person to smoke in any public place or sports arena as defined 
in this division or a cigar-tobacco bar as defined in Section M25-14-203, C.R.S. 

Sec. 38-305. Smelting permitted in eertain plaeesMinors prohibited on premises. 

(a)	 It shall be unlawful for a person under the age of eighteen (18) years of age to be 
admitted to or be on the premises of a tobacco business as defined in Section 25­
14-204, eR.S. when the business is open for business. 

(b)	 The owner, operator, manager, or other person who controls a tobacco business 
shall post and keep at all times visible to the public in a conspicuous place on the 
premises, a sign to be provided by the city clerk's office which shall read as 
follows: 
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WARNfNG: It is illegal for any person under eighteen (18) years of age 
to be on the premises of this tobacco business, and upon conviction, a fine 
may be imposed. 

Smoking is pennitted in the follo'Ning places: 

Retail stores primarily engaged in the sale of tobacco or tobacco accessories. 

Sec. 38-305.5. No distribution to minors. 

It shall be unlawful to give, sell, distribute, or offer for sale to any person who is under 
the age of eighteen (18) years any cigarette, tobacco, tobacco product, or coupon therefor. 
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
