that lasts three months.

v’ Birth Control Pills (several options)

v" Pregnancy Planning Counseling

v' IUDs (Paragard, Mirena & Implanon):
a small T-shaped deviceinserted into the
uterus preventing pregnancy for 5 or 10
years as long as the device is in place.

v' Treatment of minor gynecological
problems

v' Diaphragm and other barrier methods
such as foam, vaginal film, contraceptive

gel.

v' Emergency Contraceptive Pill:
prevents pregnancy if taken within 72
hours of unprotected intercourse.

v Evra Patch: change weekly. Contains

hormones.

Permanent Surgical Options:
+ No scalpel vasectomy:
a birth control alternative for the
man who is certain his family is
complete.

+ Sterilization counseling for tubal
ligations
