Population of Jefferson County

» Between 2000 and 2030 the total population of Jefferson County is expected to increase by about 141,000
people. Since the 2000 Census the County’s population has increased by 17,240 people or about 12.2% of
the expected growth.

* The growth rate of the County will diminish as the major land areas committed to development are built out.

» Seniors aged 65 and over will comprise of 164,734 persons or about 25% of the total population in 2030.
Senior population (over the age of 65) will continue to increase to about 25% of the total population.
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
