Unincorporated Jefferson County has 
approximately 260 square miles of 
parks, open space, and open lands. 
This is equivalent to about 40% of 
Unincorporated Jefferson County’s 
total land area. These include 
Jefferson County Open Space Parks, 
Denver Mountain Parks, United States 
Forest Service land, Colorado State 
Parks, and parkland owned by a 
variety of Park and Recreation 
Districts.
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
