Development: Barrett 
Studio Architects for 
Jefferson Unitarian 
Church
Work on this project consisted 
of re-using an existing structure 
while adding new elements to 
reconfigure the existing space and 
central focus of the building. The 
building revolves around a central 
“clerestory” element, which anchors 
the four main sectors of a new 
church while providing light and 
ventilation. Some new elements 
that were added feature energy 
efficient and water-conserving 
technology. This is an excellent 
re-use of an existing building, 
and an example of a sustainable 
development design for a facility 
that had no incentive, other than a 
desire to be energy conscious, and 
to be sustainable.

HONOR AWARDS



Single Family Development: Pine Gulch Development Company for 
The Preserve at Pine Meadows
Pine Gulch planned the construction of 53 home sites on 935 acres using Jefferson County’s 
Rural Cluster process. This process mandates the conservation of at least two-thirds of the 
total area as open area, in addition to providing the opportunity to implement smart growth 
techniques in rural areas. Home sites were handpicked to maximize the quality of the 
development. The development exceeded rural cluster open space requirements and county 
requirements regarding forest health management and drainage and erosion control measures. 
It is a good example of a responsible mountain development, what the rural cluster concept is, 
and why it works.



Multifamily Development: Lakewood Housing Authority for Willow Glen 
Senior Living Community 
This 70-unit affordable housing complex sits on 8 acres and creates a high-end living environment for 
low-income seniors. The design was inspired by an existing and newly renovated 1870’s Italianate-
style farmstead house. Some of the residents’ amenities include trails, gathering areas, libraries, formal 
and community gardens, and access to shopping and transit. Willow Glen offers an excellent sense of 
community.



Public Facilities: Winston Associates, Inc. and the City of Golden for 
Washington Avenue Bridge and Plaza.
This public amenity serves as a “gateway” to downtown Golden and incorporates architecture reminiscent 
of a “miners’ tower.” The plaza serves as a connection point to a trail. It offers quality landscape, features 
an overlook for kayak viewing, and promotes public gatherings and interaction with water. It is an excellent 
improvement for entry into Golden and is a wonderful example of a public space that functions on many 
different levels for the community.



Public Facilities: Britina Design Group and City of Arvada for Olde 
Wadsworth Streetscape
This project involved the redevelopment and realignment of Olde Wadsworth Boulevard. These 
improvements included the widening of sidewalks, creation of separations for cars and people, the 
construction of pedestrian plazas, the incorporation of brick and cobble stone into the sidewalk, the 
installation of cast iron light fixtures and the addition of street furniture. This project improves functionality 
for pedestrians and vehicular traffic.



Public Facilities: Jefferson County Open Space for Flying J Ranch Open 
Space Park
This is a 361 acre park that includes trailhead facilities, surface trails and access to Denver Mountain Park 
lands. The park features materials harvested and prepared on site. It has energy conserving and water-
efficient technologies, minimal site disturbance and has increased the environmental quality of the area 
with added wetlands.



Industrial Development: Richard C. Lubischer & Associates for McCoy Sales 
Corporation
This is a 40,000 square foot warehouse and office building in the Ken Caryl Business Center. It has high-
quality architectural style, featuring a clock tower and a stepped-back profile for human scale. This is an 
excellent model of innovative architectural and landscape design for an industrial building.
