Signature Capture Pads

The Planning and Zoning Divi-
sion is going greener, saving
time and money by replacing
paper applications with more
efficient, cost effective elec-
tronic documents and elec-
tronic signature solutions. The
first three paper permits have
been converted to electronic
document applications that
will save the public time when
applying for permits.

When an applicant comes into
the Planning and Zoning Divi-
sion for a permit, they used to
be handed a paper application
on a clipboard with a pen, they

sat in the lobby completed
the application, then met with
a Planner that copied this
information into the county’s
electronic application tracking
system. The county’s track-
ing system already has all the
property owners names and
addresses and the addresses
unincorporated properties in
the data base. Entering this
information on paper, then

copying it the data base was
unnecessary and a waste of
the paper.

The applicant will now meet
with a planner directly, who
will enter the specific informa-
tion on the permit into the
county’s tracking data base
and merge it with the existing
information on the property
and owner, they will correct
any obsolete information in
the data base, and then have
the applicant review it and
digitally sign the application.
The digital version of the ap-
plication will be saved in the
county’s data base and the
applicant will be given a copy
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that will also be used as the
permit and receipt.

The digital signature on the
application forms a direct
binding cryptographic
relationship with the applica-
tion document and changing
any data after capturing the
signature results in a violation
and removes the signature.
This binding also prevents
the signature from being
copied. Heightened security
is paramount with Jefferson
County electronic document
application and the electronic
signature capture authentica-
tion virtually eliminates the
chance of fraud or forgery.

How do | get an address?

The Addressing Section
responsible for all addresses
assigned in Jefferson County
is located within the Plan-
ning & Zoning Division. The
County Address System is an
extension of the Denver Metro
Grid System and the following
standards are used:
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The “00” grids begin at
Broadway (for north and

south running streets/roads)
and at Ellsworth (for east and
west running streets/roads),
progressing to the boundar-
ies of Jefferson County using
Sheridan Boulevard as the east
boundary (5200 West).

The Jefferson County grid
system street names are
exclusively used in the plains
areas east of the hogback; or
roughly as far west as State
Highway 93 on the north end
of the county, and roughly
C-470 in the southern areas of
the County.

In order to obtain an address
for a vacant parcel one must
first visit Planning and Zoning
to verify access to the property
and parcel legality. A copy

of the recorded deed, ease-
ments and/or a survey with a
legal description matching the

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Bowles & Wadsworth Intersection Improvements

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Toanspontaion ;

The Bowles/Wadsworth intersec-
tion is one of the busiest intersec-
tions in Jefferson County. The
vehicle delays for southbound
traffic through the Bowles/Wad-
sworth intersection will soon be
significantly decreased with an
additional through lane.

Because of the added width for
crossing Wadsworth due to the
lane widening, the Steering Com-
mittee and the public requested
that a pedestrian bridge over
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Wadsworth be constructed

to make the crossing safer for
pedestrians and bicyclists. The
bridge will be an aesthetically
pleasing 152-foot long steel arch
bridge, painted blue/gray, with
LED luminaires on the arch of the
bridge and along the walkways
on the bridge and ramps. There
will also be white sails over the
two ends of the bridge, similar to
the sails for the gazebos around
the lake in Clement Park. This will
connect the bridge architecture
aesthetically to the sail theme in
the park.

RTD’s new bus transfer station at
Southwest Plaza Shopping Center
will be relocated near the west
end of the bridge, which will be
very convenient for bus riders to
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use the new pedestrian bridge.
A new 8-foot wide sidewalk will
also be constructed on the west
side of Wadsworth from Parkh-
ill to Bowles. The project also
includes countdown pedestrian
signals which show the time
remaining to cross with the traf-
fic signal. These pedestrian and
bicycle improvements support
Jefferson County’s emphasis

on multi-modal transportation
which benefit citizens' health,
and the environment.

The project is being funded by
three different federal grants
with the local match coming
from the South Jeffco Sales Tax
Fund. Construction is scheduled
to start in the second quarter of

deed can be used to
locate the property in
Jefferson County. Once
these items have been
satisfied, an address is
assigned by using the
grid system and deter-
mining how far north
or south of Ellsworth,
and how far west of
Broadway the parcel is
located.

As a rule of thumb
addresses ending

with odd numbers are
located on the west
and north sides of the
street and addresses
ending with even num-
bers are located on the
east and south sides of
the street.

In future issues of the

the topic of address
changes and road
name changes will be
discussed.
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West Chatfield Avenue Widening Project

The construction which has
been underway on West
Chatfield Avenue in order

to improve vehicle, bicyclist,
and pedestrian safety will be
entering Phase Il this spring.
Construction limits of Phase |l
will be between South Everett
Way and South Yukon Street.
The scope of this project is to
widen Chatfield to an arte-
rial standard with two lanes
eastbound, two lanes west-
bound, center medians, turn
lanes, and curb, gutter, and
sidewalks on both sides of the
roadway. Retaining walls and
wooden fencing will also be
constructed wherever neces-
sary. A new concrete box
culvert will be constructed for
the Massey Draw Drainage sys-

tem at Dudley Street. To enhance
the final result of the widening

of Chatfield, landscaping will be
incorporated into Phase Il of the
project, and will be completed
following the roadway construc-
tion.

Phase Il of the Chatfield project
is expected to be finished within
a nine month period. Roadway
construction is anticipated to
begin in late May, 2010. Con-
struction for relocating utilities
is expected to begin prior to the
roadway construction. Fund-
ing for this endeavor was made
possible through the Southeast
Jefferson county One-Half Cent
Sales Tax District revenues. For
more information and updates
visit us here.
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Swamp Angel Regional Detention Pond
Improvements at Mcintyre Street

This project will provide for
the expansion of the exist-
ing Swamp Angel Pond as
recommended by the Fair-
mount Area Outfall Systems
Planning Preliminary Design
Report completed in April
2004. By enlarging the exist-
ing pond, peak storm runoff
rates will be attenuated to
reduce downstream flood-
ing. Added benefits of this
project will be the creation
of additional wetlands to
improve water quality and
provide more riparian habi-
tatin the area.

The Swamp Angel Pond,
located at the southwest
corner of McIntyre Street
and 50th Avenue, will be
enlarged from approximately
26 acre-feet to 63 acre-feet.
This will be accomplished
by a combination expan-
sion to the west and raising
Mclintyre Street approxi-
mately two feet on the east

side of the pond. An outfall
structure and new storm
sewer will be constructed in
McIntyre Street to discharge
flows from the pond to an
existing storm pipe near

the intersection with 44th
Avenue. Wetlands vegetation
and 105 trees will be planted
in the pond area.

This project is a joint effort
of Jefferson County and the
Urban Drainage and Flood
Control District. An Environ-
mental Protection Agency
Grant was obtained to pay
for 45% of the construction
costs while Jefferson County
and Urban Drainage will
fund the remainder of the
costs. Olsson Associates is
the engineering design con-
sultant and EDGE Contract-
ing, Inc has been awarded
the construction contract.
