2006 the award was split into
two categories, Technology
and Business. This year held
some stiff competition in both
the Technology and Business
categories.

In the Technology category
there were three finalists. The
City of Aurora’s Public Works
Department, Volusia County’s
Growth Resource Manage-
ment, and Jefferson County’s
Divisions of Public Health,
Building Safety and Planning
and Zoning.

All finalists showed great
promise but in the end Jeffer-
son County won the Innova-

tion Award in the Technology
category for their innovative
use of GPS, electronic signa-
ture pads and Mobile PALS5.
PAL5 allows inspectors to use
laptops and PDAs for inspec-
tions, making it easier to
complete inspections elec-
tronically. Inspectors are now
able to fully validated field
inspection results while work-
ing in the field and inspec-
tion results are available to
customers 24 hours a day on
the County’s Public Portal. The
implementation of PAL5 has
resulted in a 30% efficiency
gain and a drastic reduction of
both paper use and calls to the
{ front offices.

County Responds to Major Storm

On July 20, 2009 a major
storm swept through Jef-
ferson County leaving a path
of destruction. Many homes
throughout the County ex-
perienced roof, window and
siding damage. Shortly after
the storm, permit applica-
tions for re-roofs and other
repairs began pouring in by
fax, in person and via our new
online permitting system.

The Building Division staff
has put in numerous hours
and has managed to keep
on top of the situation by
working overtime making
sure citizens and contrac-
tors within the unincor-

porated portion of Jefferson
County receive inspectionsin a
timely manner. Both a mid-
roof inspection, when 10% to
25% of the shingles are on the
roof, and a final inspection,
when the roof is complete are
required. Inspectors have done
an exceptional job coordinating
with contractors to make sure
inspections are done in a timely
manner minimizing down time
for contractors.

The Division has pulled
together their manpower
to achieve success in not
only the physical inspec-
tions but the processing
of permits and the over
10,000 phone calls that
came into the division
phone line in the month
of October alone. From
July 20th to date a total of
4,630 re-roofing permits have
been issued. The Division has
performed 8,625 mid roof and
final roofing inspections since
July 20, 20009.

The
New Formalism style is known
for representing “the pur-

suit of delight”. The Country
Club Garden Apartments are
considered a rare example of
this brief architectural move-

Evergreen, at 8136 Brook
Forest Road, was placed
on the National and State
Register for its architec-
tural significance and as
a good example of Rustic
Design with Bavarian
and Gothic influences.
The Inn was originally
constructed in 1909.

The Country Club Garden Apartments
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Effective January 1st, 2010,
the name of Highways and
Transportation will change to
Transportation and Engineer-
ing. After considerable input
from the employees, the name
Transportation and Engineer-
ing was selected to better
represent the functions and
mission of the Division.

A name change for an orga-
nization often signals organi-
zational restructuring or even

just a change in management.
That was how the Highways
and Transportation name
came to be in 1984 when the
Traffic and Transportation
Division was merged with the
Engineering Division (they
were called departments back
then). While the name change
conveyed the message of
change in the organization,
some confusion about the
mission and function of the
Division has also been evident
since that time. The name
closely resembled the name of
the County road maintenance
division, Road and Bridge. As
a consequence Highways and
Transportation often receives
calls from citizens to have their
roads plowed or potholes
patched. The primary func-
tion of engineering was not
evident in the Highways and
Transportation name.

So what are the functions per-
formed by the Transportation
and Engineering Division?

Transportation planning which
encompasses monitoring con-
gestion and traffic safety on
the County road system and
identifying needed improve-
ments is a significant activity.
Responding to concerns about
traffic safety in neighborhoods
is a large part of this effort.

Highway and drainage design
is the engineering function
which supports the need for
engineered improvements to
the county’s roads and drain-
age ways. This design work
is performed in support of
the Road and Bridge Division
as needed for their mainte-
nance and road improvement
projects. On large County
road improvement projects,
consultants may be retained
to perform the design services
and are managed by County
staff.

Construction engineering
and inspection is the qual-
ity control function for road

and drainage projects being
constructed in the County.
Construction engineers and
project managers oversee
work by contractor hired by
the County to build major road
and drainage projects. They
ensure the work complies with
approved plans and specifica-
tions. County engineering in-
spectors perform this function
on work being performed by
land developers in new subdi-
visions so that the County can
take over maintenance of a
good facility upon completion.

We anticipate the new name
of Transportation and Engi-
neering will encompass and
convey the planning and
traffic monitoring activities
related to the Transportation
part of the name and Engi-
neering will better represent
the design and construction
monitoring functions of the
Division.
